
Step 3 Activities 

Activity 1: 10 minutes - Producer/ 
Consumer/Predator 

 
Explain that today’s topic is going to focus on food 
chains, and ask if the children know what a food 
chain is. Explain that food chains are the transfer of 
energy between species. Introduce the terms 
‘producer’, ‘consumer’ and ‘predator’. 

 

In pairs, give students a few minutes to think of a 
food chain for plants and animals on land, and 
decide what in their food chain is a producer, 
consumer, predator. Discuss answers and then 
introduce the ‘primary’ and ‘secondary 
consumers’ and ‘apex predators’. 

 
 

Activity 2 (Part 1): 15 minutes – Making a food 
web 

 

Move to an open space, like a school hall or outside. 
Explain that together you’re going to make a s sepearte peices of string 
fomarineod web. Ask if students know what a food web is 

 
(a connection of food chains). 

 

Hand out the food web elements cards to some 
students (there won’t be enough for one each) and 
stand in a large circle. Draw attention to the smaller 
text showing where the organism gets its energy. 
Remind children this is really important for the 
game. Start with the sun, and ask who gets their 
energy from the sun (plankton and 
seaweed). Connect these to the sun using string.
